Quarter in Review

Developed market yields diverged and Agency MBS underperformed

Global economic data continued to improve, though recoveries have been uneven across regions. Risk sentiment remained robust despite inflation concerns; global
equities rallied — the S&P 500 closed at an all-time high — and credit spreads tightened. Developed market yields, however, were more mixed with US and UK rates
falling while German rates rose. Meanwhile, developed market central banks maintained accommodative stances, though the extent of support started to be scaled
back. The BoE and BoC began tapering their bond purchases, while the Fed anticipated earlier rate hikes than its prior forecast.
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Developed market yields were mixed over the quarter. Despite higher
realized inflation data, 10yr yields in the U.S. and U.K. fell, while those in
Germany rose. In the U.S., the curve flattened as front-end yields grinded
higher in response to the Fed'’s revised policy forecast.

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Portfolio Outlook

Strategic outlook

PIMCO’s baseline outlook has the global economy continuing its uneven recovery in 2021 before shifting to a more moderate pace of above-trend growth in 2022. Since
inflation follows growth with a lag, we project inflation in developed markets will peak in the coming months. However, the exact timing and magnitude is more uncertain
due to supply constraints. These constraints are expected to ease in 2022, while peaking goods demand will likely moderate inflation in the second half of 2021.
Meanwhile, several central banks have already begun tapering asset purchase programs. And while others are likely to follow, we do not expect any to begin hiking

policy rates over our cyclical horizon.

Key strategies

Duration

The Fund continues to hold a defensive duration profile, preferring U.S. duration versus other
developed market countries given the higher level of yields and potential downside risk mitigation. We
hold modest long exposure to Italian duration given ongoing support from the ECB and short exposure
to U.K duration. We have also maintain our exposure to local rates in targeted emerging market
countries across South Africa, Brazil, China, Peru and Mexico.

Spread

We continue to be cautious on traditional corporate credit risk and look for pockets of opportunity in the
primary market. We favor financials as we believe they offer attractive risk-adjusted returns as well as
select recovery themes, including travel and transportation names, that should benefit in the economic
recovery. We diversify spread exposures, seeing value in senior tranches of legacy Non-Agency MBS
and AAA-rated CLOs, which offer a yield pick-up vs. high quality corporates. We also hold select

positions in EM external debt focusing on sovereign and quasi-sovereign debt in high-quality countries.

Currency

We remain tactical in our overall currency positioning slightly adjusting our basket of high carry
emerging market currencies over the quarter. We maintain our short to the euro and the Canadian
dollar and modestly trimmed our long exposure to the British pound.

Acronyms and definitions of investment terms used throughout the report:

Alpha is a measure of performance on a risk-adjusted basis calculated by comparing the volatility (price risk) of a portfolio vs. its risk-adjusted performance to a benchmark index; the excess return relative to
the benchmark is alpha.

Average coupon is the average of the coupon payments of the underlying bonds within the portfolio.

Average effective maturity is a weighted average of all the maturities of the bonds in a portfolio, computed by weighting each bond's effective maturity by the market value of the security.
“Bend-but-not-break” refers to credits that PIMCO would not expect to default in a credit-stressed environment.

Beta is a measure of price sensitivity to market movements. Market beta is 1.

Breakeven inflation rate (or expectation) is a market-based measure of expected inflation or the difference between the yield of a nominal and an inflation-linked bond of the same maturity.
Carry is the rate of interest earned by holding the respective securities.
